     The Kwahadi Museum of the American Indian (the Kiva) is located in Amarillo, Texas in the heart of the former Comancheria.  It has become a popular outpost stop for Scouting, school, and church groups on their way to activities as they travel to and from Philmont and other mountain camps, church camps, ski destinations, and adventures such as ski trips and winter hiking in Palo Duro Canyon!  Located on the High Plains of Texas, the Kiva is 238 miles from Philmont, and within a day’s drive of most other Rocky Mountain camps.
      The Kiva is a fun and uplifting place to overnight your group.  You can select from services which can include a Kwahadi performance, meals, and lodging.  You can also just stop by on your journey for a travel break, meal, rejuvenation, a museum tour, and/or a Kwahadi performance!  Lodging for traveling youth groups is available throughout the year.

     Enjoy the exhibits, performances, and ambience of the museum.  You can sleep indoors (or camp outside) cool desert nights, indoor air-conditioning, and hot showers. Ladies have a separate shower area. Bring your own air mattresses, floor pads, cots, and bedding.   Please pay via telephone during museum hours with credit card.
Call the Museum Gift Shop:  806-335-3175 at least two days in advance, Thurs – Sun, 1 – 5 pm Jun-Aug.

We prefer credit card payments as it is easier to pay closer to date when you have your count firm.
Refunds:    Meals are fully refundable if cancelled by 1:30 on the day of the dinner or the day before the breakfast.  You can also increase or decrease your count until that time.  Lodging fee is always based on the number you arrive with so changes are no problem.  
FOOD ALLERGIES:  We do our best to accommodate.  You can pick what is good for you from the buffet, and we will supplement with glucose free, wheat free, etc “TV dinners.”  Food is cooked in olive oil and no peanut products are used by caterer.  Make sure we know in advance of any special food needs and we will do our best to accommodate, but unit leader, parent, and Scout must make the decision of what to eat.
If you are not reserving dinner or breakfast, you can pay upon arrival or in advance as you wish.
